Dear Friends,  

Pentecost is the third most important festival in the church year because it is the birthday of 
the church.  The disciples were still in hiding when a sound like that of a rushing wind filled 
the house and tongues of fire descended and rested over each of their heads.  This was 
the outpouring of the Holy Spirit on human flesh promised by God.  This baptism by fire 
gave them the courage to  proclaim the gospel to all who would listen.  Without the coming 
of the Holy Spirit, the church would not exist.   

Over many centuries Christians have come to understand God in three ways.  First as God 
the Father, known as the creator; second, as the Son, in the story of the life, death and res-
urrection of Jesus; and finally, as the Holy Spirit.  The Holy Spirit represents God as living 
and active in the world today.  It signifies the fact that the Christian faith is not just about 
events that happened in the past; rather it concerns the present and the future.  The Holy 
Spirit is God's living presence in the church, and indeed, in life itself.  Without the Holy 
Spirit, the church is dead, and all that is creative and wonderful in life itself ceases to exist.  
It is through the Holy Spirit that we are given the power to believe and trust in Christ.  

What a wonderful sight that first Pentecost must have been!  Come celebrate Pentecost 
with us.  Wear RED to signify the Holy Spirit and join us in the Church‟s birthday  celebra-
tion!

Ed Martin will be asked to look at the fallen branches from this 

winter. Jeff Page will be asked to look at the crumbling bricks on the garden wall.  The leak in the      

corner of the Parish Hall is fixed; however the Garden Room needs painting as well as finding the 

leak on the northeast wall.
